GENERAL INFORMATION

On Tuesday, November 8, 2022, a
General Election has been scheduled
in Michigan for the purpose of electing
candidates to federal, state and local
of ces. Proposal(s) will also appear
on the ballot. Please use the Sample
Ballot inside this newsletter to familiarize
yourself with who and what you will be
voting for.

REDISTRICTING AND YOU

The 2020 Census reported that Detroit
now has 639,111 residents residing
within its borders. Consequently, all
legislative of ces representing Detroit
district boundary lines were adjusted to
re ect the change in population. Prior
to redistricting, Detroit had 503 voting
precincts. As of August 2, 2022, our
precincts were reduced to 450.

By now, every Detroit elector should
have received a new voter identi cation
card to reect all legislative changes.
Also, some voters may experience
precinct and polling location changes.
As such, please pay close attention to
all of the information on your new voter
identi cation card.

Finally, your new voter identication
card includes the following legislative
districts: US Congress, State Senate,
State House of Representatives, Wayne
County Commissioners, Wayne County
Community College Trustees, Detroit
City Council and Detroit Board of Police
Commissioners.

As a reminder, please refer to the back
page of this newsletter to review your
legislative districts that you will be voting
in for the General Election.

ELECTION UPDATE

During the August 2, 2022 Primary,
the Detroit Department of Elections
continued to make tremendous strides
in improving Election Day operations.
During the canvassing of election
returns, the Wayne County Board
of Canvassers reported that 98% of
Detroit's 450 absentee voting precincts
balanced and 95% of the regular
precincts balanced.

In November, the Department will
continue to work to improve our efforts
to ensure that the democratic process is
an operation all Detroiters can be proud

GENERAL ELECTION

TO VOTE: Completely darken the oval opposite
each choice as shown: G

IMPORTANT: To mark your ballot, use only a black or blue ink pen.
DO NOT USE ANY OTHER INK COLOR!

PARTISAN SECTION: To vote the partisan section of the ballot, you may
cast a “straight ticket,” a “split ticket” or a “mixed ticket.”

Straight Ticket: Vote the party of your choice. Nothing further
need be done in the partisan section.

Split Ticket: You may vote a straight ticket AND vote for individual
candidates of your choice.

Mixed Ticket: Vote for the individual candidates of your choice
in each office.

NONPARTISAN and PROPOSAL SECTIONS of the ballot (if any) must
be voted separately.

DO NOT vote for more candidates than indicated under each office title.

WRITE-IN CANDIDATES: To vote for a candidate whose name is not
printed on the ballot, write or place the name of that candidate in the blank
space provided and completely darken the voting target area. This must be
done even if you cast a straight party vote. Do not cast a write-in vote for a
candidate whose name is already printed on the ballot for that office.

CHECK BOTH SIDES OF BALLOT: This ballot has two sides. Be certain
to check the reverse side of the ballot.

WHEN YOU HAVE COMPLETED VOTING: Place the ballot in the
secrecy sleeve so that votes cannot be seen and the numbered stub is visible.
Return the ballot to the election official stationed at the tabulator. (If voting
by absentee ballot, follow the instructions provided by the clerk for return-
ing the ballot.)

NOTE: If you make a mistake, return your ballot to the election official and
obtain a new ballot. Do not attempt to erase or correct any marks made in
error.
